This remote control is included with every NXT Gen, Image and Custom Image IR Heating 

Panel. It features an LCD display on its front, and an integrated room temperature sensor at 

its top.

Before using your remote, you will need to pair it with your panel. To do this, please ensure 

that once your IR Panel is connected to the mains supply, and that the red rocker switch at 

the back of the panel is on, and the green rocker switch at the back of the panel is off.

Once you have inserted 2 x AAA batteries into the remote, press the ‘On/Off’ button to switch 

the remote on. You should see the display switch on.

Next, hold down the ‘Mode’ and ‘oC/oF’ buttons together for 3 seconds. You should hear a 

beep sound from the thermostat at the back of the panel. This indicates that the panel and 

remote have successfully been paired together.

If you have multiple panels that you would like to pair to the same remote, ensure that any 

previously paired panels are switched off by putting the red rocker switch on the back of the 

panel into the off position. After this, simply repeat the process detailed in the previous 

point.

To override the remote, place the green switch on the back of the panel into the on position. 

At this point, the heater will be on, irrespective of the room temperature or remote control 

settings.

To switch the heater on or off, press the ‘On/Off’ button. If you have any previous timer 

settings saved, this will cause the heater to switch on or off on its own. You can override this 

by simply switching the heater on if it is off, and off it is on.

To switch the temperature display between Celsius and Fahrenheit, press the ‘oC/oF’ button.

To lock the remote, press the ‘Lock’ button for 3 seconds. Hold it down again for 3 seconds to 

unlock the remote.

To set the date and time, hold down the ‘Time’ button until the year starts flashing. Use the 

‘Up’ and ‘Down’ buttons to adjust the year. To confirm your selection, press the ‘Time’ button 

again, and the month will start flashing. Again, use ‘Up’ and ‘Down’ to adjust the month, and 

confirm your selection using the ‘Time’ button. Then, the day will start flashing. Simply repeat 

the process for the day, the hour and the minutes until you’re done.

The built-in 7-day timer allows you to set a separate on and off time and temperature for the 

weekdays, Saturdays and Sundays.

To change the settings on the 7-day timer, press and hold the ‘Set’ button for 3 seconds. You will 

see a time flashing – this is for what time you would like the heater to come on in the weekdays 

(indicated by the flashing Timer On, and 1-5). You can adjust this by pressing the ‘Up’ and ‘Down’ 

buttons (‘Up’ will adjust the hours, and ‘Down’ will adjust the minutes in 15-minute increments). 

Press the ‘Set’ button on the remote once you are happy with your selection.

Adaptive Start is a function that helps eliminate the guess work that is normally involved when  

switching heaters on early.

It works by measuring the temperature 3 hours before it is supposed to come on, and calculat-

ing how early it needs to come on to bring your room up to your desired temperature for the 

time it is scheduled to come on.

To see how this works in practice, let’s go through an example.

Let’s say you have your heater set to come on at 8:00am at a temperature of 21oC. The remote 

will measure the temperature 3 hours prior – so at 5:00am.

Let’s now say that the temperature at 5:00am is 14oC. This gives us a difference of 7oC between 

the current temperature and desired temperature.

In order for the panel to bring your room up to 21oC at 8:00am, it will switch on 6 minutes early 

for every degree Celsius it needs to increase.

In our example, this means 7 degrees multiplied by 6 minutes, which gives us 42 minutes. As a 

result, the panel will switch on at 7:18am.

In order to toggle this setting on or off, you must have completed the steps detailed in the 

section titled ‘7-Day Timer’.

After you have confirmed your 7-day timer settings, the Smart On will start flashing on the LCD 

display, where you can toggle whether you would like it to be on or off. Press the ‘Set’ button to 

confirm your choice, after which you can set the temperature you would like your room to be at 

the time it is scheduled to come on.

Этот пульт дистанционного управления входит в комплект поставки каждой инфракрасной 
нагревательной панели NXT Gen, с изображением и персонализированной. Он оснащен LCD-
дисплеем на передней панели и встроенным датчиком комнатной температуры в верхней 
части.
Прежде чем использовать пульт, вам необходимо соединить его с панелью. Для этого 
убедитесь, что когда ваша ИК-панель подключена к сети, красный тумблер на задней панели 
панели включен, а зеленый тумблер на задней панели выключен.
После того, как вы вставили в пульт 2 батарейки ААА, нажмите кнопку «Вкл./Выкл.», чтобы 
включить пульт. Вы должны увидеть включение дисплея.
Затем одновременно удерживайте кнопки «Mode» («Режим») и «oC/oF» в течение 3 секунд. Вы 
должны услышать звуковой сигнал от термостата на задней панели. Это означает, что панель 
и пульт успешно сопряжены.
Если у вас есть несколько панелей, которые вы хотите соединить с одним и тем же пультом, 
убедитесь, что все ранее сопряженные панели выключены, переведя красный тумблер на 
задней панели панели в положение «выключено». После этого просто повторите процесс,

Нажмите кнопку «Настройка» на пульте, как только вы будете довольны своим выбором.
После этого вы увидите, как начинает мигать надпись «Таймер выключения», где вы можете 
установить время выключения обогревателя. Снова используйте кнопки «Вверх» и «Вниз», 
чтобы настроить время. Нажатие кнопки «Set» («Настройка») подтвердит ваш выбор.
Затем вы увидите мигающую температуру в верхней половине дисплея — это позволяет вам 
решить, до какой температуры вы хотите, чтобы комната нагревалась в течение часов, 
выбранных вами на предыдущих шагах. Используйте «Вверх» и «Вниз», чтобы 
отрегулировать температуру, и, когда вы довольны своим выбором, нажмите кнопку 
«Set» («Настройка»), чтобы подтвердить его.
Затем вы можете повторить процесс, чтобы установить время для субботы и воскресенья 
(обозначается мигающей цифрой «6» для субботы и «7» для воскресенья на дисплее пульта 
дистанционного управления).
После этого вы можете переключать настройки адаптивного запуска, которые подробно 
описаны в следующем разделе.

Адаптивный запуск — это функция, которая помогает исключить работу наугад, которая 
обычно возникает при раннем включении нагревателей.
Он работает, измеряя температуру за 3 часа до того, как она должна включиться, и 
рассчитывая, насколько рано она должна включиться, чтобы нагреть вашу комнату до 
желаемой температуры к тому времени, когда она должна включиться.
Чтобы увидеть, как это работает на практике, давайте рассмотрим пример.
Допустим, ваш обогреватель настроен на включение в 8:00 утра при температуре 21°C. 
Пульт измерит температуру за 3 часа до этого, то есть в 5:00 утра.

will measure the temperature 3 hours prior – so at 5:00am.

Let’s now say that the temperature at 5:00am is 14oC. This gives us a difference of 7oC between 

the current temperature and desired temperature.

In order for the panel to bring your room up to 21oC at 8:00am, it will switch on 6 minutes early 

for every degree Celsius it needs to increase.

In our example, this means 7 degrees multiplied by 6 minutes, which gives us 42 minutes. As a 

result, the panel will switch on at 7:18am.

In order to toggle this setting on or off, you must have completed the steps detailed in the 

section titled ‘7-Day Timer’.

After you have confirmed your 7-day timer settings, the Smart On will start flashing on the LCD 

display, where you can toggle whether you would like it to be on or off. Press the ‘Set’ button to 

confirm your choice, after which you can set the temperature you would like your room to be at 

the time it is scheduled to come on.

The remote has an automatic open window detection function built into it. This is designed to 

make your heating system as efficient as possible, saving energy on bills.

If the sensor at the top of the remote detects a drop in temperature of 1.5oC or more within a 3 

minute window, it will automatically switch the heater off.

If the heater then detects a rise in temperature of 1.5oC within a 3 minute window, it will assume 

that the window has been shut and will switch back on.

АДАПТИВНЫЙ ЗАПУСК



This remote control is included with every NXT Gen, Image and Custom Image IR Heating 

Panel. It features an LCD display on its front, and an integrated room temperature sensor at 

its top.

Before using your remote, you will need to pair it with your panel. To do this, please ensure 

that once your IR Panel is connected to the mains supply, and that the red rocker switch at 

the back of the panel is on, and the green rocker switch at the back of the panel is off.

Once you have inserted 2 x AAA batteries into the remote, press the ‘On/Off’ button to switch 

the remote on. You should see the display switch on.

Next, hold down the ‘Mode’ and ‘oC/oF’ buttons together for 3 seconds. You should hear a 

beep sound from the thermostat at the back of the panel. This indicates that the panel and 

remote have successfully been paired together.

If you have multiple panels that you would like to pair to the same remote, ensure that any 

previously paired panels are switched off by putting the red rocker switch on the back of the 

panel into the off position. After this, simply repeat the process detailed in the previous 

point.

To override the remote, place the green switch on the back of the panel into the on position. 

At this point, the heater will be on, irrespective of the room temperature or remote control 

settings.

To switch the heater on or off, press the ‘On/Off’ button. If you have any previous timer 

settings saved, this will cause the heater to switch on or off on its own. You can override this 

by simply switching the heater on if it is off, and off it is on.

To switch the temperature display between Celsius and Fahrenheit, press the ‘oC/oF’ button.

To lock the remote, press the ‘Lock’ button for 3 seconds. Hold it down again for 3 seconds to 

unlock the remote.

To set the date and time, hold down the ‘Time’ button until the year starts flashing. Use the 

‘Up’ and ‘Down’ buttons to adjust the year. To confirm your selection, press the ‘Time’ button 

again, and the month will start flashing. Again, use ‘Up’ and ‘Down’ to adjust the month, and 

confirm your selection using the ‘Time’ button. Then, the day will start flashing. Simply repeat 

the process for the day, the hour and the minutes until you’re done.

To toggle the Timer functions and the Adaptive Start function, hold down the ‘Mode’ button 

for 3 seconds. You will see the timer setting for the weekdays flash on the remote (designated 

by the flashing ‘1-5’ which refers to Mon-Fri), which you can toggle on and off using the 

‘Up/Down’ buttons. Once you have made your selection, press ‘Mode’ again to toggle the 

timer function for Saturday (designated by the flashing ‘6’). Pressing mode again allows you to 

toggle the Timer for Sunday (designated by the flashing ‘7’). Once you are done selecting your 

options for the Timer, you can then choose whether you would like Adaptive Start on, going 

through the same process as the Timer settings.

Pressing the ‘Fav’ button will change the desired room temperature to the favourite tempera-

ture. By default, this is set to 20oC.

The electronic temperature control function built into the heater allows you to set your desired 

temperature, and your heater will switch on and off in order to maintain that temperature, 

increasing efficiency.

On the LCD screen, the temperature next to “Room” displays the current room temperature, and 

the temperature next to “Set” displays the desired room temperature.

For the most accurate reading, place the remote in an area where you are most likely to sit, as 

the temperature sensor is located on the top of the remote.

Press the ‘Up’ button to increase the desired temperature, and press the ‘Down’ to decrease the 

desired temperature.

If the current room temperature is lower than the desired temperature by 0.5oC or more, the 

panel will switch on.

If the current room temperature is higher than the desired temperature by 0.5oC or more, the 

panel will switch off.

The built-in 7-day timer allows you to set a separate on and off time and temperature for the 

weekdays, Saturdays and Sundays.

To change the settings on the 7-day timer, press and hold the ‘Set’ button for 3 seconds. You will 

see a time flashing – this is for what time you would like the heater to come on in the weekdays 

(indicated by the flashing Timer On, and 1-5). You can adjust this by pressing the ‘Up’ and ‘Down’ 

buttons (‘Up’ will adjust the hours, and ‘Down’ will adjust the minutes in 15-minute increments). 

Press the ‘Set’ button on the remote once you are happy with your selection.

You will then see the Timer Off start flashing, where you can set the time you would like the 

heater to switch off. Again, use the ‘Up’ and ‘Down’ buttons to adjust the time. Pressing the ‘Set’ 

button will confirm your selection.

You will then see the temperature flash on the top half of the display – this lets you decide what 

temperature you would like the room to be warmed up to during the hours you selected in the 

previous steps. Use ‘Up’ and ‘Down’ to adjust the temperature, and once you’re happy with your 

selection, press the ‘Set’ button to confirm it.

You can then repeat the process to set the time for Saturdays and Sundays (indicated by the 

flashing ‘6’ for Saturdays and ‘7’ for Sundays on the remote-control display).

After this, you can toggle your adaptive start settings, which are detailed in the next section.

Adaptive Start is a function that helps eliminate the guess work that is normally involved when  

switching heaters on early.

It works by measuring the temperature 3 hours before it is supposed to come on, and calculat-

ing how early it needs to come on to bring your room up to your desired temperature for the 

time it is scheduled to come on.

To see how this works in practice, let’s go through an example.

Let’s say you have your heater set to come on at 8:00am at a temperature of 21oC. The remote

В результате панель включится в 7:18 утра.
Чтобы включить или выключить этот параметр, вы должны выполнить шаги, описанные в 
разделе «Недельный таймер».
После того, как вы подтвердите настройки недельного таймера, Smart On начнет мигать на 
LCD-дисплее, и вы сможете включить или выключить его. Нажмите кнопку 
«Set» («Настройка»), чтобы подтвердить свой выбор, после чего вы можете установить 
температуру, которую вы хотите, чтобы ваша комната была в то время, когда она 
запланирована.

В пульт встроена функция автоматического обнаружения открытых окон. Это сделано для 

того, чтобы сделать вашу систему отопления максимально эффективной, экономя на счетах 

за электроэнергию .

Если датчик в верхней части пульта дистанционного управления обнаружит падение 

температуры на 1,5 °C или более в течение 3-х минут, он автоматически выключит 

обогреватель.

Если затем нагреватель обнаружит повышение температуры на 1,5 °C в течение 3-

минутного окна, он будет считать, что окно было закрыто, и снова включится.
